The assembly is 
constructed with a 昀椀eld removable cover for routine top-
down cleaning and maintenance of the duct system.

The BDV can be used with any steep slope shingle style 

roof covering including asphalt shingles, slate, cement tile, 

cedar shakes, and more. The 昀氀ashing plate and cover are 
constructed from Kynar® coated 24-gauge G-60 galvanized 
steel sheet which is exceptionally well suited for use in all 

but the most corrosive high chloride environments. 

Instructions & Recommendations for Use

The BDV is packaged in a protective carton which is 
imprinted with bilingual instructions illustrating proper 
installation on the roof. Included in the carton is a 4” 
galvanized duct drop connector, a polypropylene 3” to 4” 
duct adapter, and a snap-in bird and vermin screen (for 
non-clothes dryer exhaust applications only). 

It is recommended that the BDV be delivered to the vent 
penetration on the roof in the original protective carton. In 
this manner the installer will have everything required on 
the roof and will have the carton with bilingual instructions 
at the installation site for reference.  

Prior to installation, the 4” duct drop connector must be 
昀椀eld assembled to the main vent assembly as shown on 
the carton instructions and illustrations. This is a simple 
operation, just align and press to snap into place, then 
check to ensure a proper connection is achieved. Duct 
connections can be made from the roof if the duct can be 
accessed through the roof during installation, if not then 
attic space access by the installer will be required. 

Once duct connections are either completed or are 
considered for later connection within the attic space, install 
the BDV exhaust vent over underlayment on the substrate 
and layered into the shingle courses as appropriate for the 
vent roof penetration location to ensure proper shingle 
overlap for a watertight rain shedding installation. Anchor 
the 昀氀ashing plate to the substrate through the nailing 
slots provided for optimum load resistance and long-term 
performance. 

The use of mastics or sealants is not required, however, 
the installer can use sealants and other miscellaneous 
items as required by the shingle manufacturer during 
installation.
